Municipal judge chosen, town park bid approved

Skiatook Town Trustees approved the appointment of a new municipal judge and a bid for the town’s new park 
during a meeting Tuesday (Feb. 9). 

Rebecca A. Murphy was appointed as the town’s new municipal judge. Murphy has several years of experience with 
the Tulsa County District Attorney’s Office and in private practice. 

A bid of $1,703,604 by Crossland Heavy Construction was approved for construction of Skiatook’s town park, which 
will be located at the current site of the Osage Prairie Trail park. The bid was accepted contingent upon final loan 
approval, according to trustees.
